The USCIS website [usds.gov/graphics/shared/statistics] lists exactly 50 categories in its chart of the number of immigrants from each country from 1820 through 2003 -- the same�
number as the stars on the U.S. flag. Much of Africa didn’t even have nations when these records began so it is reported as a single continent. “Oceania” means Australia and surrounding�
island nations including New Zealand. 68,923,308 legally immigrated between 1820 and 2003. Mexico is second on this list, but proportionate to U.S. population at the time of immigra-�
tion, has had less impact than those who came much earlier whose raw numbers are smaller.�
 The 115,864 legally admitted from Mexico in fiscal 2003 is down from 219,380 in 2002 and 206,426 in 2001. USCIS quotas don’t allow legally accepted immigrants from any country,�
who are accepted because they are extended family members or have jobs here,to exceed 7% of total immigration. Thus 25,600 were legally admitted to work during the most recent�year for�
which there are statistics, and 29,526 because they were extended family members of U.S. citizens. Immediate family members of citizens escape the 7% cap, so 42,586 spouses, 14,826�
children, and 20,786 parents were received. Smaller categories: 116, refugee and asylee adjustments; 14, diversity programs; 2,461, cancellation of removal; 1,516, misc.�
